MARRIAGE GUIDELINES
1
Weddings are performed for parishioners of Our Lady of Peace.  Pre-Cana Conference for engaged couples is required before marriage. Arrangements for weddings should be made at least six months in advance. Father Kavanagh schedules all of the weddings himself.  Please call the parish office to arrange an appointment with Father.  There is a non-refundable fee of $150 to reserve the church.
2.
All Catholics must provide a record of Baptism.  This record must be no more than six months old.  Baptized non-Catholics should also provide a written record of Baptism.

3.
Normally, the priest of the parish or priest relatives of the bride or groom will officiate at all weddings. Exceptions may be made for priests who are close personal friends of the bride or groom.  When these exceptions are made, that priest must assume all canonical responsibilities (marriage papers, etc.). It will be that priest’s responsibility to determine the readiness of the couple to enter into marriage.  In the case of a non-Catholic spouse, his/her pastor or minister is welcome to be a part of the ceremony.

The parish has two wedding coordinators that will conduct the wedding rehearsal and are present to assist with details and the ceremony on the wedding day.

The church office can arrange for altar servers if needed.

4.
Weddings may be scheduled up to and including 2:00 p.m. on Saturday.    Weddings may be scheduled at later evening hours on other weekdays.

5.
Arrangements for music are to be made directly with the parish music director, Linda Ebright.  Approved church music must be used.  All musicians and vocalists should come to the wedding with knowledge of the liturgy in which they are participating.

6.       Floral arrangements in the sanctuary are to be positioned at the base of the candles.
          Please arrange for floral delivery times with the church office.  If desired, wedding   
          flowers may be left in the sanctuary for the weekend Masses.
MARRIAGE GUIDELINES (CONT’D)

For safety reasons, no rice, rose petals, birdseed, or confetti are to be thrown inside or outside the church.  Aisle runners are not permitted.
If used, pew decorations must be tied to the pews.  
7.
A room in the church basement is provided as the bride’s dressing room.  The groom and groomsmen should arrive at the church dressed for the ceremony.

The marriage license should be at the church office one day prior to the wedding.  Delivery at the rehearsal is acceptable.
10.
The wedding party should plan to arrive no sooner than two hours before the wedding.  The church must be vacated one hour after the service or by 3:15, whichever is earlier.
11.
No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the premises.
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
